· 2020 Board of Directors Timeframe
· The nominations for Board of Directors will phase in the new parliamentary system for governance with elections of nine Delegates-at-Large for the following terms.

· Three Directors for three years

· Three Directors for two years

· Three Directors for one year

· The nomination procedure and election is scheduled as below:

· 10/20/19 – Nomination Committee submits the ballot for Director elections to Chair for review and concurrence. If the Nomination Committee has submitted no more than three candidates for the each of the three Directors terms, than a membership election is not required, and the slate is automatically elected. Otherwise a membership election is required.

· 10/31/19 – If an election vote is required, distribute ballots to membership electronically.

· 11/30/19 – If an election is required, voting closes and votes tallied.

· 12/03/19 – Results presented to the membership at Holiday meeting and Directors sworn in.

· 01/01/20 – New term of office begins for the elected Directors and reorganization of Board of Directors occurs at the first Board meeting of the year.
